American billionaires’ wealth
has grown by 70 percent, or $2.1 trillion, during the pandemic alone. Meanwhile, according
to Americans for Tax Fairness and ProPublica’s analysis of IRS data, they have paid no
federal income taxes in recent years. The UN points out that the pandemic has deepened
the gap between the rich and the poor. An inappropriate economic and social system may
exacerbate this phenomenon. We can see the effects of this in U.S. where the tax code
gives preference to capital income over wage income.
